Thers are two highlights of Furukawa Festival.
One of them is "Okoshi-daiko (rousing drum),"
which is held on the night of April 19th.
Okoshi-daiko, the big,/Japanese drum
structure, is carried through the streets by
hundreds of half-naked men. During
Okoshi-daiko parade, the 12 neighborhood
groups of men follow the main drum with their
small drums called Tsuke-daiko (attaching
drums). They become very aggressive and
